V Recycled Water: Two water recycling facilities (28 MGD + 5.5 MGD)
and approximately 565 miles of recycled water pipelines.

V Urban Runoff Treatment: The San Joaquin Marsh and over 39 built
and planned man-made wetland treatment sites.
